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Voices grow against

“We are one nation, we are
many languages, we are one
nation-many countries,” Mr.
Ramesh was quoted as say-
ing by PTI.

DMK president M.K. Sta-
lin accused the Centre of
“autocratic imposition of
Hindi”, calling for unity
among Opposition parties
on the issue.

Speaking at a public
meeting organised by ally
MDMK on the 11ith birth an-
niversary of former Chief
Minister C.N. Annadurai in
Chennai, Mr Stalin said, “If
we close our eyes for a se-
cond, they will impose Hin-
di and completely discard
Tamil. We have been prot-
esting against this since
1938. We protested in 1949,
1950, 1953, 1963 and 1965.
We have once again arrived
at a stage where we have to
protest.”

Puducherry Chief Minis-
ter V. Narayanasamy also
joined the chorus of prot-
ests.

Earlier on Saturday, sev-
eral Opposition parties — in-
cluding DMK — had opposed
Mr. Shah's pitch for Hindi.
The Congress said the three-
language formula should
not be tinkered with. The re-
marks also triggered prot-
ests in Karnataka.

West Bengal Chief Minis-
ter Mamata Banerjee tweet-
ed: “My best wishes to all on
Hindi Diwas. We should res-
pect all languages and cul-
tures equally. We may learn
many languages but we
should never forget our
mother-language.”

The CPI said the com-
ments smacked of an attack
on the very concept of diver-
sity.

“The need today is to res-
pect, protect and nurture di-
versity of our nation so that
unity is ensured. The Home
Minister’s statement is an at-
tack on federalism extend-
ing the politics and ideology
of RSS to every sphere of
life,” it said.

Inept handling
of economy,
says Swamy

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BJP MP Subramanian Swa-
my, who has often criti-
cised the government’s
economic policies, be-
lieves only people with a
solid grounding in macroe-
conomics can pull the eco-
nomy out of its current tail-
spin.

Dr. Swamy has come out
with a book in which he
takes a critical look at va-
rious aspects of the Indian
economy.

Today, the economy
suffers from clueless eco-
nomic stewardship,
cloaked in spin, and media
management, while the
economy is debilitated by
serious multiple structural
flaws that make this cur-
rent slowdown unlike any
other we have experienced
in India since 1947, he
writes in “Reset: Regaining
India’s Economic Legacy.”

He also opines that the
slowing of inflation is not
an achievement in the ab-
sence of robust demand
signals and weak purchas-
ing power among the mass-
es. It is a form of deflation,
he writes.

In the book, he is also
critical of the UPA govern-
ments (2004-2014), saying
it had some of the most se-
nior Ministers committing
gigantic corruption.

Denying visa to journalists
now Toutine’: Shahidul Alam

I am being targeted for comments on Kashmir, he says

Denying visas to journalists
has become “routine” in the
subcontinent, particularly
India, Pakistan and Bangla-
desh, says Bangladeshi pho-
tographer Shahidul Alam,
who was denied a visa to tra-
vel to Delhi for an event last
week at the British Council.

Mr. Alam, who was arrest-
ed in 2018 for giving inter-
views that were critical of
the Bangladesh govern-
ment’s treatment of student
protesters, says he appears
to have run into trouble in
India over his comments
about human rights in Jam-
mu and Kashmir.

Hostility towards media
“It is commonly known that
anyone asking for a journal-
istic visa would be given a
hard time by Pakistan, India
or Bangladesh. It is impera-
tive that nations that call
themselves  democracies
stop being so hostile to the
media. It is up to all of us to
hold our governments ac-
countable, and a free and
unfettered media is the best
chance we have of establish-
ing some form of accounta-
bility,” he told The Hindu.

Mr. Alam was due to at-
tend an art festival pro-
gramme called ‘Serendipity’
organised at the British
Council in Delhi, and even-
tually made his appearance
via Skype.

While he said he had “no
way of telling whether there
were political reasons” for
the visa denial, he pointed to
other colleagues who had

applied for and received
multiple-entry visas, in far
less time. Mr. Alam had been
granted a visa to India when
he won a journalistic award
in Mumbai earlier this year,
but showed correspondence
to establish that even that
had been a short-entry visa
issued hours before his
flight, with much difficulty.

Different yardstick

“I have no way of telling
whether there were political
reasons [for the visa denial],
but others from my office
have applied for and re-
ceived one-year multiple-en-
try visas in less time. I pro-
vided all the information
needed and had fulfilled all
the necessary require-
ments.”

He said he had noticed
that since he had made com-
ments about “human rights
abuses in Kashmir”, he had
received comments on so-
cial media that accused him
of being “anti-Indian”.

According to his docu-
ments, Mr. Alam had applied
on August 27 for the visa at
the Indian High Commission

in Dhaka, which was due to
be processed in normal
course.

On September 5, when he
went to collect his passport,
however, he was told his visa
was denied.

When asked, the Ministry
of External Affairs said it was
not possible to give reasons
for each visa that is not
granted. “No country does
that,” said an official aware
of the case of Mr. Alam, ad-
ding that the “application
was under process as per es-
tablished procedures”.

Organisers of the ‘Seren-
dipity festival’ said the event
Mr. Alam had been invited to
attend had artists from sev-
eral other countries includ-
ing Sri Lanka and Nepal.

“Of all the people we invit-
ed, only Mr. Shahidul Alam’s
visa was denied,” said an or-
ganiser who did not want to
be identified, and said they
hoped he could attend
another event later this year.

The British High Commis-
sion declined to comment,
and said the British Council
was a “venue partner”.

“When he was incarcerat-
ed, people around the
world, and so many from In-
dia, had protested his impri-
sonment...it is ironic that he
was denied the opportunity
to come and speak here in
person,” the organiser said.

Mr. Alam was nominated
Time Magazine’s person of
the year last year, after
spending more than 100
days in jail for having “live-
streamed” a protest by stu-
dent activists demanding
road safety reforms.

Book traces Thackerays’ origin to Bihar

It also details differences in the style of rival cousins Raj and Uddhav

A new book on the Thacke-
ray cousins, Raj and Udd-
hav, reveals that much in
contradiction to the anti-
north Indian political rhe-
toric deployed by both the
Shiv Sena and the Maha-
rashtra Navanirman Sena
(MNS), the patriarch of the
family and father of Shiv Se-
na founder, Balasaheb
Thackeray, ‘Prahodhankar’
Keshav Sitaram Thackeray,
traced the family’s origins
to Bihar.

Ironic twist
The book, The Cousins
Thackeray: Uddhav, Raj
and the Shadow of their Se-
nas (Penguin Random
House), by journalist Dhaval
Kulkarni makes this point
fairly early on, quoting
‘Prabhodhankar’ Thacke-
ray’s own book, Gramnyan-
cha Sadyanta Itihas Arhat
Nokarshahiche Bande (‘A
History of Village Disputes
or Rebellion of the Bureauc-
racy’).

The book unequivocally

states that the Chandraseni-
ya Kayastha Prabhu (CKP)
community, to which the
Thackerays belong, moved
out of ancient Magadha (in
present-day Bihar) after
Mahpadma Nanda, in the
third or fourth century BC,
deployed usury with regard
to his subjects. The com-
munity migrated out of Ma-
gadha and “earned its living
as warriors and scribes”.
The anti-migrant political
rhetoric of the Shiv Sena
and the MNS therefore has a
piquant and ironic twist.
This is not the only inter-

esting thing in the book,
which is one the first to look
at the third generation of
Thackerays in public life.
According to it, the seeds of
competition between the
cousins were sown in De-
cember 1993, when Ragj
Thackeray had organised a
morcha (rally) of unem-
ployed youth in front of the
Maharashtra Assembly in its
winter home in Nagpur. “It
was evident that the Nagpur
morcha would be huge. A
night before the morcha,
Raj got a call from Matosh-
ree (the Thackeray homes-

tead), asking him to ensure
that Uddhav too got to
speak at the public meeting.
Raj, who was staying at the
Hotel Centre Point in Nag-
pur, was disturbed as he felt
Uddhav wanted a share of
the credit,” Mr. Kulkarni qu-
otes an unnamed former
close associate of the family
as saying.

Rivalry on court

The book also details the
differences in the style and
approach of the two cou-
sins, especially through an
example of a badminton
match played by both in
1997, where Uddhav, while
playing with his cousin and
his associates, fell down and
was laughed at. “He [Udd-
hav] did not say anything
then, but stopped coming
to play from the next day
onwards.

He, however, enrolled for
classes at Bandra’s MIG club
and soon attained a com-
mendable mastery over the
game,” the book quotes a
friend of Raj Thackeray as

saying.
